Presentation of electroacoustic work “In Primo Vere”

This is a electroacoustic work about springtime.  I think was the moment to produce a work dedicated to my daughters, and I used their voices to make some audio files in this work.

The two children represent the joy and the happyness of springtime, and often in their play-time they use a little nonsense song:

Gianda bulanda che porta la stanga

Gitta pulita la marghelitta

Tun liun Giuseppe curdun

Pria buschetta ch’a batte Laurin

Chi sciorte feua o l’è o pellegrin

I like very much those words, crossing from Italian language and Genoese dialet, but always at the edge of correct syntax.

These words let the listener mind to “navigate” in the world of the appearing nonsense, like often is the brain of children.

All this is to explain a difficult idea,  (and my english don’t help me more...); this idea starts from a transformation concept, based on the word “marghelitta” or “margheritta” or “margherita”, in english daisy

The piece starts simply by saying gianda bulanda ecc ecc by Rosa, my second daughter and the voice is connected with other ambients wich reverberating and harmonizing the voice to have perfectly lost semantic context.

After in composition, is used the voice of Elena (first and older daughter) and processed it by time-stretching.

The background sounds are obtained by granuling and re-synthezing some orchestral samples and incipits from Orff’s “Carmina Burana”, from wich the title “In primo vere” is given.

After various connections and a granuling by big grains Rosa, my second daughter, says marghelitta, the daisy.

In ultimate, I hope to have found the right context of genoese language, to let see some shadows of my culture, based on popular songs and poems, often written to sing about seasons, or often used by children in their games, particularly in springtime, when the weather is sweeter and involves people to contacts nature.

A particular greeting to Riccardo Dapelo my teacher, wich continuosly helps me to find  the right way in wonderful sounds world.
